Commissioners  Jennifer Barrett, Tom S. Stroschein, and John A. “Jack” Nelson met in 
regular session on Monday, March 1, 2010, and Commissioners Jennifer Barrett and 
John A. “Jack” Nelson met again on Wednesday, March 3, 2010 the following actions 
were taken: 

By Motion and Order, opened as a Board of Equalization at 9:00 a.m. on Monday, 
March 1, 2010. 

By Motion and Order, pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 (1) (a)&(b), convened in 
executive session at 10:36 a.m. on March 1, 2010, to consider personnel matters.  
Adjourned at 10:55 a.m.
