Commissioners Jennifer Barrett, Tom S. Stroschein, and David McGraw met in regular 
session on Monday, October 1, 2012 and again on Wednesday, October 3, 2012 the 
following actions were taken: 

By Motion and Order, approved the consent calendar items as published on the agenda: 

 Approval to hire Kaycee Royer, Intern (Women in Agriculture), Extension, 
Department 10, Line 06, effective September 24, 2012. 

 Approval to hire Debby Carscallen, Deputy Coroner, County Coroner, 
Department 06, Line 02, effective October 1, 2012. 

 File Separation From Employment for Andrew Rawlings, Law Clerk, Clerk of 
the Court, Department 01AA, Line 02, effective September 27, 2012. 

 File Separation From Employment for Barbara Karoses, Extra Help, 
Auditor/Recorder, Department 01B, Line 09, effective September 27, 2012.

 Approval of a fifteen year incremental increase for Donna Reisenauer, Deputy 
Treasurer III, Treasurer, Department 03, Line 03, effective September 1, 2012. 

By Motion and Order, approved and signed a Memorandum of Agreement between 
Latah County and the Idaho State Historical Society related to a survey and planning 
project to be undertaken by Latah County assisted with a matching grant-in-aid in the 
amount of up to $5,000 or 50% of eligible costs, whichever is less, to support the 
National Register of Historic Places program in Idaho.  Project shall be conducted 
between October 1, 2012 through August 31, 2013. 

By Motion and Order, approved the Latah County Polling Places, precincts 1-32 and 36, 
for the Latah County General Election to be held on November 6, 2012.  The Auditor’s 
office is the designated absentee precinct.  Precinct 20, Farmington, and 25, Linden, are 



designated as mail ballot precincts, each have no more than 125 registered voters as 
pursuant to Idaho Code 34-308. 

By Motion and Order, approved the Idaho Court Pay Activation Form and Authorization 
Agreement between Latah County and CitePayUSA, LLC for Direct Deposits/Payments 
(ACH Credits/Debits) to be made to Latah County District Court to be included in the 
daily District Court deposits; Court Pay will email the ACH Deposit report each day an 
ACH deposit is made to the Court deposit account. 

By Motion and Order, approved the Amended L-1 Certificate of County Levies for the 
Taxing Districts, as submitted, for Latah County as prepared by Auditor Susan R. 
Petersen; changes are indicated in italics; said amended certificate to be submitted to the 
State Tax Commission for certification pursuant to Idaho Code 63-803(3). 

By Motion and Order, approved a change in the Latah County Personnel Policy 
Handbook, in Section 7.4.2 Vacation Leave and Section 7.4.3 Sick Leave. 

Approved, signed and filed Employee Benefits Committee Recommendation dated 
October 1, 2012 regarding Sick Leave Bank; to be effective November 1, 2012. 

Approved, signed and filed a request for Indemnity Bond in the amount of $397.71 for 
Office Depot. 

Signed and filed a requests to transfer surplus vehicles; Extension approved to receive 
one Jeep Liberty declared surplus by the Sheriff’s Office.  Assessor to wait for another 
vehicle to be available. 

Approved, signed and filed a request to surplus equipment – Planning and Building.
