MANUFACTURED HOME INSTALLATIONS
CHANGES EFFECTIVE JANUARY 1, 2003

The State of Idaho amended the idaho Manufactured Home Installation Standard,
effective January 1, 2003. Many of the requirements remain the same, but there have
been a few critical changes. For the complete Standard, please see Idaho Code Title 44,
Chapters 21 and 22.

All manufactured homes installed in Latah County must have a minimum 30# snow load
roof. It is highly recommended that manufactured homes follow the guidelines for show
loads for stick-built homes, but the minimum requirement is 30#. Please ask the building
inspector for the recommended snow load in your area.

The clearance from home to earth has been reduced from 8 inches to 6 inches.

The minimum size for exterior footings used in the permanent foundation setup is 8" x

16"; the rebar requirement stays the same.

The minimum size for runners is 18" wide and 6" deep with 2 #3 rebar continuous.

The maximum height for single piers is 36" under the frame and 48" under the

marriage line, except that on sloped ground maximum height is 80"

Footings for permanent foundations must be poured in place.

A maximum 6" variance in pier spacing is allowed to clear obstructions.

Manufacturer's requirements take precedence, however, piers must be 6" or less from

each corner and 8' o.c. for 30# snow loads in the absence of manufacturers

requirements. Higher snow loads require closer spacing on piers.

8. A marriage line pony wall may be substituted for the marriage line blocking. Posts 4"
'x 4" must be installed in the pony wall under the ridge beam support locations.

9. Vents must be installed within 3’ of each corner and at 20’ maximum spacing. The
ratio of vent to underfloor area required is 1:300.

10. If a manufactured home is to be placed on a basement, the footing must be 8" x 20
with 2 #4 rebar continuous.

11. Cross-over ducts must be insulated with R-4 and must be blocked or suspended with
a minimum of 1" clearance from ground. The blocking must be pressure treated wood.

12. Anchoring: the load bearing portion of the anchors must be below frost depth; and
must be installed within 2' of each end and 11’ o.c. spacing.

13. Perimeter subsoil drains are required (as for stick-built homes).

14. All egress doors are required to have landings with steps: maximum 7.75" rise and
minimum 10" run.

15. Clothes dryer ducts may be up to 25’ in length, but shall be reduced & for each 90

degree elbow. The dryer duct must be smooth metal within 3’ of the dryer and through

a wall or floor cavity. Other materiais acceptable beyond 3’ from the dryer and not

through wall or floor cavities are PVC and flexible metal ducting.
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16. Skirting access of 18” x 24" is required with 30" clear in front of the opening. The
access should require no tools, no more than 5# of force nor the operation of more
than four devices.

17. All porches and decks must be self-supporting and may be attached to the

manufactured home for weather seal only.
18.When a deck, landing or ramp is attached to a wall of the manufactured home then

supports must be placed at 4' o.c. under the wall for the full length of attachment.

“19. Woodstoves must be listed for manufactured home installations and all factory-built

chimneys must have a termination device and a spark arrestor.

+ Applicants for building permits must provide a copy of property deed with legal
description, and a site plan, drawn to scale, that includes the following:

Septic System permit from North Central District Health Department

Location and dimensions of property boundaries

Location of driveway, access from public roads (permits required in some cases)

Location of existing structures and proposed structures, showing setbacks

Location of grading, surfacing and drainage details

Location of any easements

Location of sewer, water, gas service lines

+ If a Manufactured Home is Being Set on a Basement: Please submif two sets of
engineered construction drawings, drawn to scale, and specifications which must

include the following (if applicable):

Foundation plan with rebar specifications

Floor plan, showing use of rooms

Building section detail showing footing through roof

Size, grade and species of lumber, etc. to be used

Water heater, type of fuel and location, show combustion air source
Furnace type, brand, ouiput, fuel type and location, show combustion air source
Ventilation: bathrooms, kitchen and/or whole house

Insulation R-values for slab and walls,

Window schedule with sizes, type, U-value, and solar orientation

Exterior doors, sizes, U-values

Stair and handrail details

Building elevations {north, south, east, west)

Fireplace detail (if any)

Guardrail detail (if any) _

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Section 44-2201 of Idaho Code requires that all mobile/manufactured homes be installed in accordance with
the manufacturer's instructions, or where the manufacturer’s instructions are not readily available from the

manufacturer, the home must be installed in accordance with the provisions of ldaho Code (Title 44, chapter 22
- Manufactured Home Set-Up Code).

The installation of piers and anchor fies varies among different manufaciurers. Itis extremely imporiant that the
specifications for interior footings and anchor ties be obtained prior o the construction of the foundation so that
they can be installed correctly.

Section 44-2205 of Idaho Code (requirements for permanent foundations) mandates that anchor ties be
installed, and certain manufacturers may require the installation of anchor ties for homes installed as personal
property. Consult the manufacturer’s installation instructions for this information. :

idaho Code requires that anchor ties be weather resistant, designed for a 3,150 pound working load, and be
capable of withstanding a 50% overload (4,750 pounds). Please contact the Latah County Department of
Planning and Building to discuss the specific requirements for your particular installation situation.

1.  Feoting Inspections: To be made after excavations for footings' are compiete and any required

reinforcing steel and anchor fies are in place.

2, Foundation Inspection: For concrete foundations, any required reinforcing steel is in place. All
materials for the foundation shall be on the job, except where concrete is ready mixed in accordance with UBC
Section 1905.8.2. Where the foundation is to be constructed of approved wood, additional inspections may be
required by the building official. o '

3. Pier Inspection: To be made after the home has been set on piers and the anchor ties have been
installed, but prior to the installation of any skirting.

4, Final Inspection: To be made after the installation of the skirling,. venting, final grading, stairs,
and any applicable handrails and guardrails. :

Electrical and Plumbing Permits and Inspections are Obtained from the Appropriate [daho
State Inspectors. _

The Latah County Department of Planning and Building will issue a Certificate of Occupancy upon
the completion of the manufactured home installation, and only after all required inspections have
been performed.

Please schedule your time to allow for the inspections of the installation/construction, and any
corrections that may be necessary. :
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The following requirements are for stairways, decks, and fandings located in a home or private
garage: o

1. Stairways with 4.or more risers need a handrail on one side.

2. The top of the handrail shall be between 34 and 38 inches from the nosing of the
treads and landings.

3. Handrails shall have a gripping surface of 1.25t0 2 5/8 inches.

4. Stairways, decks, or landings are required to have a guardrail on all sides that are
over 30 inches above finished grade. -

5. Private stairways may have an 7.75 inch maximum rise and a 11 inch minimum run.

6. The top of a guardrail on the interior or exterior of a homé, garage, apartment, or
lodging house may be no less than 36 inches.

7. Open guardrails shall have intermediate rails or a decorative pattern such that a
sphere 4" in diameter cannot pass through.

8. There shall be a floor or landing on each side of a door. The width of the landing
shall be not less than the width of the door or the width of the stairs whichever is the
greater. Doors in the fully open position shall not reduce a required dimension by more
than 7 inches. Landings may have a length measured in the direction of travel, of 36
inches minimum. The difference in height between the floor and the landing shall not be
more than 1 inch except that a door may open at a landing as much as 8 inches lower
than the floor if the door does not swing over the landing. Screen doors and storm doors
may swing over landings, stairs or steps.

9. Wood that is of structural importance that is supported upon concrete that is in
contact with earth, or wood that is in direct contact with earth must be pressure treated,
or of a type that is naturally resistant to decay.

10. Most decks require footings below frost depth. Please contact the Building
Department to see if your project may exempted.

DISPOSAL OF WASTES WHEN BUILDING OR REMODELING

It is illegal to dump waste on private or public property in Latah County without a permit. There are
several different disposal options for contractors and homeowner/builders in Latah County; self-haul,
rent containers or hire someone to haul. Listed below are the responsibilities under each option for

the contractor or homeowner/builder.

COMMERCIAL CONTRACTOR

Building and demolition material must be disposed
as a permitted non-MSW* landfill or a permitted
MSW#* landfill or a permitted transfer facility. Latah
County has only one site; the transfer station on
Highway 8 East, approximately five miles east of
Moscow. :
