
Meeting Notes for February 5, 2008 
 
Planning Commission Members: JA, SH, DF, SJ 
 
Planning Department Staff: MF 
 
Aaron Haines present  
 
Meeting began at 5:38 PM 
 
Discussion re: short plats with Paul Agidius 
 
Mr. Agidius brought to the PC’s attention a section of the ordinance he would like the PC to 
consider modifying. The last sentence of section 8.02.01(5) pertains to driveways accessing a 
State Highway. Mr. Agidius explained that with his reading of the ordinance any house located 
by the highway and not adjoining a county road would be ineligible for short plats and that this 
has taken out a large number of houses that cannot develop a short plat. Mr. Agidius’s preferred 
amendment would say “no new driveways unless approved by ITD”. Mr. Agidius asked the PC 
to consider this issue.  
 
MF explained another point of interest regarding this section of the ordinance. MF explained that 
the North Latah Highway District wrote this section on the County’s behalf. MF reported that the 
highway district would like to change this language to say “no new public road or driveway”. 
 
PC decided to put the issue of short plays on the next agenda to discuss further. MF will invite 
the highway district to discuss its concerns. 
 
JA moved to carryon issue of short plats onto next agenda, SH seconded, unanimous approval by 
PC.  
 
MF suggested a possible solution to the issue would be to consider the posted speed limit on 
highways that a new driveway or public road would access and regulate accordingly.  
 
The PC moved onto the next order of business, reviewing the minutes from January 15, 2008.  
 
The January 15, 2008, minutes were approved as submitted.  
 
The PC then heard from Aaron Haines. He is putting groups together for his class; they have 
picked projects that interest them, once formed, he will let the PC know of the teams. AH asked 
how many teams the PC wants for help with workshops and the database. JA asked about public 
notice timeframe. MF explained that timing is good but we don’t know how many groups we 
will need to work with. AH said he could wait. PC suggested having 2 groups assist with 
workshops, each group will have approximately 6 students. SJ suggested that one group would 
be appropriate for database work. SJ reiterated request for climate change research.  
 



No additional comments on CP from PC members in attendance. MF reported that the public 
notice of the workshop has gone out on KQQQ. The Lewiston Tribune was going to do article 
but it has not interviewed MF yet. The website is up and rolling. PC needs to start contacting 
groups.  
 
MF reported CA’s message. A workshop is scheduled with the Board of Realtors for next Wed., 
February 13th at noon at the Best Western. The group will have 30 to 40 minutes for the 
workshop. SJ, SH and MF will attend and facilitate the workshop.  
 
MF reported CA’s additional comments regarding the workshop questions, specifically a concern 
that the Board of Realtor’s would rather share needs and weakness on CP and County Planning.  
 
In response to CA’s comments the PC discussed whether it wanted to allow the Board of 
Realtor’s to respond to the PC in a different way? The PC discussed allowing the group to 
provide additional comments on an additional worksheet. The PC proposed modifying the 
workshop questions for the Realtors.  
 
The PC proposed reviewing the revised questions with CA to get her feedback. The PC proposed 
using the following revised questions for the Board of Realtor’s workshop:  

1. What do you value about the county? What do your buyers/sellers value?  
2. What do you value in interacting with local county government? What would be a 

positive experience with local county government?  
 
The workshop will involve pairs providing written answers to questions 1 and 2 as amended and 
question 3. In regards to the question about what land uses should be encourage, the responses to 
this question will be recorded publicly at the workshop. In addition to the workshop questions 
the participants will be given individual response sheets to fill out at the workshop or be directed 
to the website to provide additional comments.  
 
SH, SJ, CA will confer by telephone on the questions to the Realtors. MF will be responsible for 
getting paper and an easel to the workshop.
